Mission Site Information

Information for Parents about YouthWorks
Pine Ridge, SD

Who is YouthWorks?

YouthWorks is a youth mission organization created to serve youth, communities and the church. Itis a
multidenominational ministry that provides youth with a life-changing experience by allowing them to be the
hands and feet of Christ and to see God move in a new way. The mission trip opens their eyes to both situations
and relationships in different communities and allows them to serve side by side with their peers, learn from
leaders and deepen their relationship with Jesus.

For the last fifteen years, YouthWorks has partnered with thousands of churches to provide week-long mission
trips to communities across the U.S., Mexico, Puerto Rico and Canada. In this last summer alone, over 38,000
youth and adult leaders from over 2,000 churches went on YouthWorks mission trips!

Tell me about Pine Ridge.

South Dakota’s Pine Ridge Reservation is surrounded by the panoramic beauty of the Badlands. Rolling hills, forests
and river valleys extend throughout this area that is known for some of the state’s finest fishing and hunting.
Despite the natural beauty of this community, residents of the reservation are struggling with poverty,
unemployment, addiction, health problems and more. Your group will minister to the residents on the reservation
through children’s programs and by painting and weatherizing homes.

What happens during a typical YouthWorks day?

Youth will assist in meal preparations, participate in personal devotion time, work at the various ministry sites,
experience fun and cultural evening activities and engage in a Club time, that includes worship, games, skits and a
talk. The ministry work incorporates a variety of opportunities to minister to the diverse population of Green Bay,
whether through serving at kid’s programs, visiting the elderly, painting homes or assisting ministry organizations.

Safety is our top priority.

YouthWorks sets up safe sites in which youth can do real ministry and encounter God. Each site is run by four well
trained, organized staff. Each person is certified in CPR and First Aid. The staff lives in the community all summer
long creating relationships and becoming very familiar with the area. Our rule of three is set up to ensure that your
teenager will never be anywhere alone or without a supervising adult. We also require that each adult leader
attending the mission trip (from all groups that attend) has had a background check completed on them within the
last three years. Additional rules and boundaries will be explained on site by our staff to ensure that each person
knows specific ways to accomplish a safe and meaningful mission trip.

Who Can Go:

Youth: High School Students
e Entering ot grade in the fall of 2010 through current 12 graders.

Adults: 1 leader for every 7 students
e Male and female adult leaders are required if bringing students of both genders.

Travel Information:

Arrival/Departure: Arrive at mission site between 4:30 PM and 6:00 PM on Sunday. Depart
mission site by 9:30 AM of Friday.

Vehicles: You will need to have enough seatbelts for each person attending the mission trip with
your group. This site can only accommodate standard 15 passenger vans or smaller.

About the Ministry:

Participants serve in a variety of ways during a YouthWorks mission trip. Students may spend all week at one
ministry or switch between ministries during the week. Ministries that your students may participate in are Kids
Club and Work Projects. Kids Club is a hands-on program led by your youth offering high-energy games, crafts,
skits, songs and interactive lessons all designed to help kids learn about Jesus. Whether we’re painting houses,
performing minor home repair, cleaning up debris, volunteering in community gardens or other projects in the
community, the projects students work on will serve as our way of blessing people in need. We cannot confirm
until all groups arrive exactly what ministries your students will be a part of during the week. We ask that you
come with a willing and flexible spirit!

Evening Activities:

Evening activities during a YouthWorks week are designed to give participants insight into the lives of local
residents and the culture of the area. A list of evening/cultural activities we have done in the past include: go on a
scavenger hunt at Wall Drug; go on a hike in the Badlands; take part in a cultural educational experience; attend a
community cookout. These are examples of what your group might partake in during your mission week. These
examples are subject to change due to weather or availability. In case of change, suitable substitutes will be
provided. We try to arrange for free evening activities, but from time to time, an additional cost may be required
for an activity. Please plan to bring an additional $10 per person to cover any extra costs. We will confirm the
details closer to your trip.




A Look at the Community

The Pine Ridge Reservation is located in southwestern South Dakota on the Nebraska state line
and about 50 miles east of the Wyoming border. Pine Ridge is home to the Oglala Lakota Sioux,
which has a total tribal membership of 17,775. The reservation’s fascinating history includes the
victory at the Battle of Little Big Horn and the devastating massacre at Wounded Knee. Today,
the total land area of the reservation is 2.8 million acres, with 1.7 million acres tribally or
individually owned. The land is the economic base of the reservation, as the major occupation is
cattle ranching and farming. But employment is the exception at Pine Ridge, where the
unemployment rate hovers near 85 percent. Pine Ridge is one of the poorest communities in
the country, with 97 percent living below the federal poverty level and an average family
income of just $3,700 per year. Further struggles in this community include an adolescent
suicide rate that is four times the national average, and high rates of alcoholism, heart disease,
cancer and diabetes. Despite these struggles, Pine Ridge residents cling to their resilient spirit

and cultural pride. Come to Pine Ridge for an eye-opening experience, including opportunities
to bless these hurting people with your service and to show the love of Jesus to this community.

YouthWorks Clothing Policy

For Students & Adults
YouthWorks loves the community where you are serving this summer! Because of this, we ask
that you recognize that your words, actions and appearance during your week contribute to the
way we present ourselves to a community. Choosing modest clothing helps to avoid
distractions in our representation of Christ. We ask that you choose apparel consistent with the
following guidelines. We appreciate your help in creating a safe, respectful, distraction-free
environment for your mission experience.

Please Bring

Loose-Fitting Clothing

During the week your clothes may endure paint,
sweat, mud and lots of love from children! Bring
clothes that you can work and play hard in.

Closed —Toe Shoes

To prevent injury, you need to bring a pair of shoes
that you don’t mind getting dirty or wet at work sites
and that you can wear in the kitchen.

One-Piece Swimsuits

Although we won’t swim at every YouthWorks site,
swimsuits are a good idea for additional privacy in
the showers. Please choose modest swimsuits for
swimming activities. If you do not bring a one-piece
for swimming, you’ll be asked to wear a t-shirt over
it.

Mid-Thigh or Longer Shorts (or pants)

You will bend, twist, sit, climb and crawl as you love
and serve communities. Short shorts will only get
shorter with these activities. A good measure is to let
your arms fall to your side —if your fingers touch skin,
bring a longer pair of shorts. We recommend that
you bring Capri pants.

Please Don’t Bring

Apparel that Distracts

Including . ..

eTank Tops (sleeveless shirts)eShort Shorts
¢Clothing that Reveals Undergarments
¢Clothing that Reveals Midriffs or Chests

Apparel that . . .

eIncludes obscene, vulgar, abusive or
discriminatory language or images

eAdvertises or promotes alcohol, chemical, tobacco
or any other product illegal for use by minors
eRepresents threatening or hate group and gang-
related clothing

Why Not?

We represent Christ in the communities that we
serve. These “prohibited” clothing items often work
against, not for, our efforts to serve as the hands
and feet of Jesus. This distracting apparel can be
disrespectful and damaging to our long-term
relationship building within a community.

We don’t want to be the “clothing police” and we know that you don’t want us to be either. So

we ask for you to understand this clothing policy and follow it. YouthWorks staff will ask the

adult leaders to enforce the policy by asking you to change you clothing if it is believed to be a

distraction. Thank you for your cooperation!




Packing List

Carefully read the clothing policy and pack accordingly.

Reusable water bottle (extremely important)-YouthWorks does provide drinking water
Bible and pen

Sun block, lip balm, hat (to protect you from the sun), sunglasses

Long pants (for cool nights and/or work projects)*

Long sleeved shirts and sweatshirts (for cool nights and/or work projects)*

Short sleeved shirts (No sleeveless shirts or tank tops)

Appropriate length shorts (see clothing policy)

Nice, clean clothes for possible worship service*

Light jacket (for cool nights)*

Tennis shoes (must be closed-foot)

Underwear and socks

Bath towel, wash cloth, and one-piece swimsuit for showering and possible evening activities
(We ask that you bring a swimsuit for showering because not all of our communities offer
private showers. If a swimsuit is not needed for an activity, it is OK to wear a two-piece swimsuit
for showering.)*

Shower shoes

Small shower bag or backpack

Soap, shampoo, deodorant, other toiletries (extra contact lenses, backup pair of glasses)
Sleeping bag and pillow

Air mattress or foam camping pad (we will sleep on floors)

Must be twin size or smaller

Spending money for snacks and t-shirt purchases (talk to your trip leader for details)
Insect repellant (not every person needs to bring—coordinate with others in your group)*
Flashlight

Reusable lunch bags/boxes

*The Site Director will connect with your Trip Leader to talk through specific packing list items.

Notes on Packing

Because space is limited in the sleeping rooms, everything but the sleeping bag and camping pad or air
mattresses must fit in one duffel bag or suitcase.

Please check the local weather forecast for your site to make sure that you pack accordingly.

DO NOT BRING:
e Blow dryers, curling or straightening irons because the shower time is short and because many
of our housing sites do not have power to run all of these small electronics at one time.
IPods, electronic games, portable CD players, cell phones (adults may bring cell phone for the
purpose of emergency calls), other valuables, or too much cash. These items can distract you
from others during the week and may be susceptible to theft.
YouthWorks is not responsible for any lost or stolen items.
